for the provision of legal services

1. This agreement, in accordance with Article 389 of the
Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, constitutes an

3. This Agreement has been developed for the purpose
of ensuring the most efficient, convenient and timely
receipt by customers of legal services provided by the
Contractor.

4. In view of the above, please read the text of this
Agreement carefully and familiarize yourself with its
terms. If you do not agree with any provision of the
Agreement, the Contractor suggests that you refrain
from receiving the services.

1. SUBJECT MATTER OF THE AGREEMENT

3.1.2. Upon receipt from the Contractor of an invoice for
the Service selected (ordered) by the Customer, pay the
full cost of the selected Service as a 100% advance
payment within 5 (five) days from the date of receipt of the
Contractor’s invoice by transferring the funds specified in
the invoice to the Contractor’'s bank account.

3.1.3. Notify the Contractor of payment of the invoice.
3.1.4. Timely provide the Contractor with all information
and documentation necessary for the proper and timely
provision of the Services.

3.1.5. The Customer (and any of its affiliated persons)
undertakes not to attempt, without the Contractor’s prior
written consent, to hire any employee of the Contractor
engaged under this Agreement for a period of one year
following termination of this Agreement. If the Customer (or
any of its affiliated persons) hires such employee within the
specified period, the Customer shall reimburse the
Contractor for expenses related to recruitment and training
of the Contractor's personnel. The amount of such
reimbursement shall be KZT 2,500,000 (two million five
hundred thousand) per employee, excluding VAT and
other applicable taxes.

Customer and shall be specified in the Adhesion
Application signed by the Customer.

Upon the Customer contacting the Contractor, the Parties
shall preliminarily determine the types of Services, their
cost and the timeframe for their provision. If intending to
enter into this Agreement and receive the Services from
the Contractor, the Customer shall sign the Adhesion
Application and submit it to the Contractor. Within 3 (three)
business days from receipt of the signed Adhesion
Application from the Customer, the Contractor shall
confirm receipt of the said Application and within the same
period issue an invoice to the Customer indicating the cost
of the selected (ordered) Service.

Upon receipt from the Contractor of confirmation of receipt
of the Adhesion Application and the invoice for payment of
the selected (ordered) Service, the Customer shall, within
5 (five) business days from the date of receipt of the
Contractor’s invoice, pay for the selected Service by
transferring the funds specified in the invoice to the
Contractor’s bank account.

4.2. The Customer’s obligation to pay for the Services
shall be deemed fulfilled on the date the funds paid by the
Customer are credited to the Contractor’s bank account.

4.3. Following payment of the Contractor’s invoice, the
Customer shall notify the Contractor thereof.

4.4. Depending on the nature of the ordered Service, the
Customer shall provide the Contractor with all information
and documentation necessary for the proper and timely
provision of the Service.

4.5. Depending on the nature of the Service, the
Contractor shall timely provide the Service to the
Customer. However, in the event the Customer breaches
its obligation to pay for the Services, the Contractor shall
have the right to suspend provision of the Services until
payment is received into its bank account, provided that
the Contractor notifies the Customer thereof in writing.
